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A Journey Through Our Heartland

Without a doubt, one of the most celebrated scenic
routes in the Kootenay Rockies is the Selkirk Loop.
The 450 km roadway, in its long transit through BC, Washington,
Idaho, and Montana, winds through over 65 vital communities —
coursing all the while past breathtaking rivers, clear lakeshores,
dizzying mountain ranges, and countless attractions. It is a
moving journey in any season of the year.

The Loop passes through many of the communities served
by Kootenay Savings - including Kaslo, New Denver, Salmo,
Fruitvale, Trail, Castlegar, and South Slocan — and thus well
represents our connection to this region. It encompasses so
much of what we love about living in, and travelling through, this
inspiring part of the world.

The primary draw to the Selkirk Loop for most visitors is,
of course, the breathtaking landscape that it traces. Encircling
the entire Selkirk Mountain Range, the roadway cleaves close
to lakes and rivers for almost the entire circuit. (Historically,
these waterways were trade routes for First Nations, Gold
Rush prospectors, and early settlers to the region.) The region
encompassed is home to many big game animals, including the
grizzly bear, elk, moose, deer, big horn sheep, wolves, and black
bear. Networked by hundreds of miles of trails, the journey
affords infinite opportunities for hiking, biking, horseback
riding, cross-country skiing, and snowmobiling at every level. It
is a mecca for people who love alpine escapes and, in spite of its
popularity, always offers ample natural solitude.

In every season, the Selkirk Loop presents unique reasons
to enjoy the journey. In spring, fresh green leaves and pockets of
wildflower colours bloom vibrantly, with glacial mountaintops
as a backdrop and fast-rushing streams and rivers all around.
Summer brings clear skies, warm fresh air above crystal clear
lakes, and a landscape teeming with wildflowers. Fall here is pure
poetry, with the colours of the leaves transforming the mountain
terrain into a fiery dreamscape. Wintertime, meanwhile, brings
a peace that reaches to the depths of the soul - and abundant
opportunities to play in the mountain snow.
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And of course, the town and hamlets that populate
this region offer warm, vibrant outposts — great places to
unwind from the road and take in some Kootenay culture.

In communities throughout the region, there are abundant
opportunities for unique shopping, dining, and entertainment
that you won't find anywhere else. Many heritage sites,
hearkening back to the days of steamship paddlers and the
earliest mining towns, await those who seek the heart of a region
in its oldest stories.

The Selkirk Loop is a truly iconic route into the spirit of the
Kootenay Rockies. For visitors to the area, we recommend at least
five days to take it all in at an easy pace and absorb everything
the Loop has to offer.

Those of us who are lucky enough to live here — as we at
Kootenay Savings are - can take all the time we need.
